     - Luke  24:48 

 
Todayôs Gospel is from Luke.  It picks up from the account 
of the two disciples who returned to Jerusalem after they 
encountered Jesus on the Road to Emmaus (Luke 24:13-
35).  That Gospel is proclaimed on Easter Sunday at Masses 
celebrated in the afternoon.  Their account leads into the 
roomful of disciples meeting the Risen Lord on Easter 
Sunday.  Although we are celebrating the Third Sunday of 
Easter, the Resurrection transcends time. 
 

Jesus tells his disciples that they are witnesses ï to the fact 
that he wasnôt a ghost, that he fulfilled what was written 
about him in the ñlaw of Moses and the prophets and the 
psalms,ò that he would ñsuffer and riseò and that they 
would ñpreachò news of ñforgiveness of sinsò worldwide. 
 

We too need to witness to what God is doing in our lives.  
We come to know the Risen Lord in the Sacraments, 
through prayer, through the community of the Church.  
Letôs spend this Easter Season getting to know Jesus better.
