  There are many sites on the internet to explain how 
Pope Paul VI, in 1963, lifted the ban on cremation for 
Catholics.  The Church has always practiced burial of 
the body and with the spread of Christianity the burial 
custom prevailed. 
 

  Cremation is permitted for Catholics provided that it 
is not meant to be a denial of the Resurrection.  Burial 
is preferred.  Cremated remains may be present at a 
Funeral Mass.  The cremated remains are then to be 
buried or interred in a columbarium and treated with 
respect.  The cremated remains are not to be 
scattered, shared, or made into jewelry.  I hope this 
information is helpful to you and your loved ones.

The Catechism of the Catholic 
Church, sections 362-368, deals with some 
aspects of this mystery and spells out that 
ñthe whole human person éis intended to become, in 
the body of Christ, a temple of the Spirit.ò (section 364)

nature of our beings is the reason we respect our 
bodies, respect others, and respect life itself.  It also 
directs our funeral practices.
