éJesus was prayingé[and]

    The following three verses (11:2-4) in Lukeôs 
Gospel, together with the longer form in Matthewôs 
Gospel (6:9-13), has become the Lordôs Prayer.  It is 
learned by children from their parents and is known by 
all Christians. 
 

    Pope Francis, has taught on the Lordôs prayer in his 
Wednesday General Audiences this year.  His series 
of teachings began, as far as I can tell, on January 9, 
and ended on Wednesday, May 22.  They are 
accessible on the Vatican website at www.vatican.va 
and clicking on English (instead of italiano) in the 
upper right hand corner. 
 

    In some countries, now, the wording of the Lordôs 
Prayer is changing to, ñDo not let us fall into 
temptation.ò  In the English version, we still use the 
words, ñLead us not into temptation.ò  Father Michael 
Balash, Director of the Office of Worship for our 
diocese, in an e-mail to priests dated June 27, 
explained that the secular media had reported on the 
change in wording in the new Italian version of the 
Roman Missal and may have caused some confusion 
among Catholics in the United States.  There is no 
such change expected in the United States.
