    ñPure in heartò refers to those who have attuned their 
intellects and wills to the demands of Godôs holiness, 
chiefly in three areas: charity; chastity or sexual 
rectitude; love of truth and orthodoxy of faith.  There is a 
connection between purity of heart, of body, and of 
faithé.ò(section 2518).  These words help to explain the 
reward promised by the Sixth Beatitude: that the pure of 
heart will see God. 
 

    Section 2521 states that ñPurity requires modestyé.  
Modesty protects the intimate center of the person.  It 
means refusing to unveil what should remain hidden.ò  A 
mother of at least one teenage daughter told me that she 
and her daughter had difficulty finding summer shorts 
that were modest because the stores carry ones that are 
so short.  Our culture makes it fashionable to uncover 
what should remain hidden ï in fashion, entertainment, 
speech and advertising. 
 

    Basically, we come to have purity of heart by asking 
God for that gift.  We ask God for the grace to be pure in 
our intentions, thoughts and imagination. We examine 
our feelings and motives as well as our acts.  Basically, 
we pray and act on the word of the Lord.  We seek like-
minded companions.  We make frequent use of the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation and we receive Holy 
Communion with humble hearts.  Let us pray for each 
other so that all of us will advance in Purity of Heart.

    For five weeks we heard the teaching on the Eucharist 
as the ñLiving bread come down from heaven.ò  Chapter 
6 of the Gospel according to John has instructed us to 
hunger for the Eucharist.  It has shown us how to grow 
closer to Christ through our hearing of that word which is 
meant to ñsave our souls.ò  The Gospel has taught us to 
feed on the Bread of Life. 
 
    Todayôs gospel deals with eating, too, and whether or 
not we need to wash our hands.  Our Gospel lesson tells 
us that Jesus is more concerned about the purity of our 
hearts than our hands.  Scientific investigations have 
demonstrated how important it is to wash our hands; but 
how do we purify our hearts? 
 
    The Catechism of the Catholic Church addresses 
ñpurity of heartò in paragraphs 2514-2533.  It covers three 
pages, in relation to the Ninth Commandment, ñYou shall 
not covet your neighborôs wife.ò
