The pain and violence of the crucifixion is overcome by the 
peace and forgiveness of Our Lord. The disciples remain locked 
behind closed doors for fear that the violence Jesus has suffered 
could be visited upon them. Instead, Christ visits them, greeting 
them with “Peace be with you,” and bestowing on them the gifts 
of the Holy Spirit so they can forgive sins as Jesus does.  

 
The time for hiding is over. Now is the time to carry on Jesus’ 

mission, to take up his cross and follow him. The disciples, who 
were once overcome by fear, are now sent out to be instruments 
of Christ’s peace, mercy, and reconciliation. Once witnesses of 

the Resurrection, they are now bearers of it. As modern-day 
disciples, we share this mission. In our words, our actions, and 
our love, we are called to carry the presence of the risen Christ 
into a world still hungry for peace and healing, and one way to
